Arrangements of Mainland Study Tour for S.5 Students

in the Coming Academic Year (2023-2024)

In accordance with the guidelines of the Education Bureau, the school will arrange for S.5 students in the
coming academic year (2023-2024) to participate in the mainland study tour of the Citizenship and Social
Development Subject (Citizenship Subject). Mainland study tour is an important part of the curriculum, and
the Education Bureau requires senior high school students to have at least one study tour experience in the
mainland. The purpose of the tour is to provide an opportunity for students to experience the country’s situation
and latest developments, to increase their understanding and appreciation of Chinese culture, and at the same

time to enhance their sense of national identity.

After completion of the mainland study tour, students need to conduct project studies and submit their personal
research reports to the school. Project studies do not involve public assessment, but schools will reflect
students' performance in project studies in their Transcripts or Student Learning Profiles (SLP). Students and
teachers can get a full group fee subsidy from the Education Bureau, which includes visits, meals,

accommodation, transportation and basic group comprehensive travel insurance fee.

In order to conduct the mainland study tour smoothly, the school reminds parents to check student's identity
documents in advance, which includes the validity date of the Mainland Travel Permit for Hong Kong and
Macau residents (Home Return Permit). If your permit has expired, is about to expire, or is lost, please make

an application appointment as soon as possible.

Since all high school students in Hong Kong need to participate in the Citizenship Subject’s mainland study
tour, and Hong Kong and the mainland have achieved full customs clearance, there are a lot of people applying
for identity documents. Parents and students are advised to have a good preparation in advance. The details for
