Notes to Students Regarding Examination Matters

1. Making good use of the “Revision Timetable for the Mock Examination” on p.49 in the student handbook,
students should devise a study timetable for their revision,

2. During the period of the “Mock Examination Revision scheme” and the examination period, all extra-
curricular activities will be suspended. National flag-raising ceremony would be held as usual.

3. Students must clear all items in their lockers on or before 24 January 2025, taking all their textbooks
and notes home for revision.

4.  During the examination period, students should do revision during the Class Teacher Period,

5. Students are advised to bring with them not only the learning materials for the examinations on a
particular day, but also those for the assessments on the next day.

6. During the examination period, students must wear tidy school untform (not the sports uniform), and
come to school ON TIME according to the examination timetable. They should revise in their homeroom
and proceed to the examination venue 15 minutes before the start of examination.

7. Students must prepare well for the examinations. They should allocate their time wisely to be able to
answer all questions, They are not allowed to leave before the end of examinations or to sleep during
examinations.
